Church ministry has been one of the most fulfilling things I 

have ever been a part of doing. I look forward to making new 
friends and serving the St. Mark’s community.

In Parish Life ministry we prepare, decorate and clean up 
before and after both worship services; we serve food at recep-
tions, ordinations and at other special events involving the 
kitchen.

St. Mark's Christmas Chrismons

Christmas is a beautiful season at St. Mark’s. Evergreen 

boughs drape gracefully from the heavy wooden trusses along 
both sides of the Naive. Poinsettias line the window 
sills under beautiful stained glass portraits of Christianity, and 
at the head of the alter candles elegantly intertwine with white 
flowers. To the right of the alter stands the Christmas tree cov-
ered in sparkling white and gold beaded religious symbols 
called, Chrismons. These ornaments are traditional favorites 
handcrafted by the women of our church.  

 First introduced in a Lutheran Church in1957, the name is 
derived from Chris(t), and mon(ogram)s. These ornaments are 
not intended to be bought and sold, but given as gifts. They are 
typically designed in white, silver, and gold, the main liturgical 
colors of Christmas. White and silver suggest the innocence, 
purity and perfection of our Savior, while gold symbolizes the 
glory and majesty of our Lord. 

Chrismons are made by sewing hundreds of individual 
beads to white felt, or by stringing the beads on wire and twist-
ing them into shapes. Our women share hours of fellowship 
while creating unique and meaningful objects. Presently there 
are over seventy different pieces.  

As symbols of Christian identity, the beauty of St. Mark's 
Chrismons are a testimony to the achievement of its members 
realized at Christmas. The various designs relate the values 
common to all members of St. Mark's to the larger community 
of all Christians. Beautiful and meaningful, the artistic 
pieces are a blessing in the lives of the women who make them, 
the people who display them, and the members who view them.

       Over the next few weeks our church will be celebrating not 
one festival but three. Starting with Advent which I call "The 
Good News of the End of the World."  Advent is the church's 
New Year.  Our calendar is different from the secular world's 
calendar as it focuses on the life of Christ, and what his life tells 
us about our own lives with God. 

You have probably noticed it gets dark earlier in the eve-
nings and as the earth rounds the bend on December 21 it will 
be the shortest day of the year.  As people of faith we know that 
it gets darker before the light comes and we will wait without 
losing faith.  Before we know it the God child is born and 
brings the light to us.  In Spanish for a woman in labor the term 
is "dando la luz" which literally means "giving light". We enter 
the Mass of Christ, which we call Christmas.  Now is the fes-
tive time of the Word made Flesh and we celebrate the bright 
light for twelve days.  Suddenly things are revealed to us.  The 
three stages come from afar and are the first to know the divin-
ity of this child. Epiphany proclaims to the whole world Jesus is 
savior and that we are a new people of God, with God's prom-
ises of salvation now applying to us all. 

I send you all blessings for Advent your quiet reflective 
time, for Christmas your time for joy, and Epiphany for your 
time of awakening.
